Work with your 

children to help them maintain a balance between school responsibilities and outside commitments. 

o Call teachers early if you think there's a problem while there is still time to solve it.  Don't wait for 

teachers to call you. 

 Accept your responsibility as parents.  Teach children self-discipline and respect for others at home. 

 View drinking and excessive partying as serious matters.  While most parents are concerned about drug 

abuse, many fail to recognize that alcohol, over-the counter drugs, and common substances used as inhalants are 

more frequently abused than illegal drugs.
